NCLB and SES
Under the NCLB, and in accordance with the Florida 

Differentiated Accountability (DA) Model, if a school receives 

Title I funds and does not make AYP for two or more years in 

a row, the school is required to:

Overview of SES

What are Supplemental Educational Services (SES)?

ÁFree extra academic help, such as tutoring or remedial 

assistance in reading, language arts, math, and  

science.

ÁProvided before or after school, on weekends, during  

intersession (Winter/Spring Breaks), or in the summer.

ÁProvided by State-approved nonprofit entities, for-profit   

entities, public or private institutions of higher 

education, community-based organizations, and faith-

based organizations.



1008.331 SES in Title I Schools; School District, Provider, 

and Department Responsibilities

ÅThe student may be awarded incentives for performance or

attendance, the total value of which may not exceed $50 per student

per year.

ÅSES enrollment forms must be made freely available to the parents of

eligible students.

ÅSchool districts must provide notification to parents of students eligible

to receive SES prior to and after the start of the school year.

ÅSES providers must be able to provide services to eligible students, no

later than October 15 of each school year.

ÅA school district must hold open student enrollment for SES, unless

oversubscribed.

ÅSchool districts shall provide access to school facilities to providers. A

school district with a student population in excess of 300,000 may

only charge a provider facility rental fees for the actual hours that the

classrooms are used for tutoring by the provider.



ÁBy May 1 of each year, each provider must report to the FLDOE the  

following information regarding services provided to public school  

students in the district: 

1. Student learning gains;

2. Student attendance and completion data; 

3. Parent satisfaction survey results; 

4. School district satisfaction survey results received directly from the  

school district; and 

5. Satisfaction survey results received directly from the school district 

which were completed by principals in whose schools onsite SES 

were provided

ÁThe State shall evaluate each provider using the afore-mentioned  

information and assign a service designation of excellent,  

satisfactory, or unsatisfactory

Á Compliance with applicable federal, state, and local laws.

Á Ongoing and sustained system of communication between 
the provider and the school-level educators as well as 
parents of students served regarding progress on the 
studentôs educational plan.

Districtôs criteria for a ñmodelò provider

Á Overall satisfaction with the provider at the District and school 
levels. 

Á Provider employs highly-qualified personnel.

Á Provider combines business/education leaders at its helm.

Á Provider meets established deadlines. 

Á Efficient communication between the provider and the school 
district.

Á Minimal number of complaints from parents, school administrators 
and facilitators and employees of the provider.

Á Participation of key staff in districtôs in-service offerings, both for 
business operations as well educational program topics.

Á Balances business plan with educational services --- Cost per 
session maximizes number of hours for students!!!
